The thirty-eighth Amphitryon suggests at least that the subject has
intrigued a long line of dramatists. Jupiter, disguised as Alkmena’s hus-
band instead of his usual zoomorphic masquerade, promises bedroom
comedy antics apparently dramatically irresistible. Giraudoux’s style
lends itself excellently to the play since he describes his own precosity
as: “treating objects as though they were human and humans as though
they were gods.” Thus his characters exist in an atmosphere of com-

plete anthropomorphic credibility.

Giraudoux’s interpretation of the Amphitryon theme is both inter-
esting and deceptive. Is it, for example, his purpose to point the moral
that the love of a pure woman can chasten and convert even such a
noted philanderer as Jupiter, since as the incredible Alkmena states:
“Neither man’s deceit nor the lustful passions of the gods can stand be-
fore the will and love of a faithful wife.” Or, again, is Giraudoux sug-
gesting here a theme he later developss in Ondine: the biological theory
that certain ritualistic actions must trigger the glandular reaction of the

passions.

Jupiter, the creator, considers love, at first, solely from the aspect
of physical creation. Even Leda had noted that the god knew little about
women, but was humble and eager to learn. Alkmena teaches Jupiter
human love, a passion based on centuries of ritualistic conditioning,
without which love’s consummation is impossible. Love is a human pas-
sion created by human ingenuity and necessity. Jupiter is the initiate.
After all, his only previous experiences had involved ingenicus varia-
tions and unorthodox eastern perversions. He must learn to know the
human passicn which is always incredibly complicated, tragic, and illog-
ical. This is the moral lesson for Jupiter. But of course the real lesson
must be that the gods love much bstter than men. Jupiter is simply an

unfortunate exception.—D.O.
